James reminds us that our faith must be lived. We cannot
ignore the needs of those who lack food, clothing, medical care,
or shelter.

Isaiah’s challenges us to be committed in the midst of difficulty
and opposition. The needs and perspectives of the poor are
often ignored, especially when the global economy is
struggling. Yet, as Catholic Christians we are called to have a
special concern for those who are poor — even when our own
resources are diminished or scarce. Otherwise our faith is a
sham.

Jesus seems to be making a similar point when he tells Peter
"You are thinking not as God does, but as human beings do."
Jesus’ vision, the vision of God, is not always identical to that of
our dominant culture. Sometimes, like Jesus, we will encounter
opposition, struggle and suffer as we try to live our faith.

Jesus is the one who is in solidarity with all those who are living
the experience of poverty and powerlessness and with all those
who are struggling for justice.
