Dear Family,

There is nothing more critical for the
survival of the planet than the
teaching, learning, experiencing,
practicing, preaching, demonstration
and living the principles of
nonviolence. This program,
developed by the best trainers and
practltloners in the busmess, is not about heady discussions and
philosophizing. It is about the real transformation in relationships
that must take place in order to continue living together on the
planet.

What a package! This module uses all the best tools for
transformation: excellent readings, popular education exercises,
discussion, journaling and prayer, all moving toward actually
planning a group nonviolent action based on lessons learned. The
process engages participants in the critical work of making peace,
creating peace in conflict, using nonviolence in the fullest
spectrum, as tools, as tactic, as discipline and as prayer.

TodayOs readings reaffirm the value of diversity and
the unique role each of person in GodOs family.
