Dear Friends in Christ:
In a small village called Kapshagai in Kazakhstan, the Catholic Church
supports a series of shelter -homes for children whose families face
challenges too difficult to manage. The Church provides these childre n with
shelter, food, clothing, vocational training, companionship, and love on
behalf of their family members in the hope that they can resume care. What
started as one building housing 20 children in 2001 has become 10 buildings
today, where children and young people, including university students,
receive housing and counseling.
The Collection for the Church in Central and Eastern Europe supports
essential pastoral needs of the region, such as seminary formation and parish
maintenance. The Collection als o0 helps with social and and charitable works
that the local Church does not have the capacity to support, such as the
shelter -hnomes for the children of Kapshagai.
Because of the fall of communism and the entrance of many central and
eastern European countr ies into the European Union, many think that the
needs of the region have been met. However, many parishes struggle in
places where Catholics are in the minority, lack proper places to worship and
the ability to provide pastoral care, and most importantly, cannot support
themselves. On behalf of the struggling parishes of the Church in Central and
Eastern Europe, we ask for your support of the upcoming Collection. Through
it, we can give faith to the future by helping the Church to grow in faith and by
nurt uring the ChurchOs children.
This yearOs collection will take place in the Archdiocese of Miami on Sunday,
March 7, 2010. Stand in solidarity with your brothers and sisters across the
globe in Central and Eastern Europe and parts of Asia that were once und er
Soviet control N where great needs remain.

A estos nifios, la Iglesia les brinda
vivienda, comida, ropa, capacitacion vocacional, compaferismo y carifio a
nombre de sus familiares con la esperanza que ellos puedan reanudar su
cuidado. Lo que empezé en el 2001 con un edificio que brindaba albergue a
20 nifios, hoy son 10 edificios en donde a nifios y jovenes, incluyendo a
estudiantes universitarios, se les brinda vivienda y asesoria.
La Colecta para la Iglesia en Europa Central y Oriental financia las
necesidades pastorales bdsicas de la region como son la formaciéon de
seminaristas y el mantenimiento de la parroquia. La Colecta ayuda también
en las labores sociales y caritativas que a la Iglesia local no le es posible
sostener como los hogares-refugio para los ninos de Kapshagai.
